General safety

e This appliance can be used by
children aged from 8 years and
above and persons with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capa-
bilities or lack of experience and
knowledge if they have been
given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance
in a safe way and understand the
hazards involved.

Children shall not play with the
appliance. Cleaning and user

maintenance shall not be made
by children without supervision.

e |f the product is handed over to
someone else for personal use or
second-hand use purposes, the
user manual, product labels and
other relevant documents and
parts should be also given.

e Never place the product on a
carpet-covered floor. Otherwise,
lack of airflow beneath the prod-
uct will cause electrical parts to
overheat.

Safety when working with gas

Any works on gas equipment and
systems may only be carried out
by authorised qualified persons
who are Gas Safe registered.
Prior to the installation, ensure
that the local distribution condi-
tions (nature of the gas and gas
pressure) and the adjustment of
the appliance are compatible.
This appliance is not connected to
a combustion products or
evacuation device. It shall be in-
stalled and connected in accor-
dance with current installation
regulations.

The use of gas cooking appliance
results in the production of heat
and moisture in the room in which
it is installed. Ensure that the
kitchen is well ventilated: keep
natural ventilation holes open or
install a mechanical ventilation
device (mechanical extractor
hood). Prolonged intensive use of
the appliance may call for addi-
tional ventilation, for example in-
creasing the level of the me-
chanical ventilation where present.
Gas appliances and systems must
be regularly checked for proper
functioning. Regulator, hose and
its clamp must be checked regu-
larly and replaced within the peri-
ods recommended by its manu-
facturer or when necessary.

Clean the gas burners regularly.
The flames should be blue and
burn evenly.

Good combustion is required in
gas appliances. In case of incom-
plete combustion, carbon monox-
ide (CO) might develop. Carbon
monoxide is a colourless, odour-
less and very toxic gas, which has
a lethal effect even in very small
doses.

Request information about gas
emergency telephone numbers
and safety measures in case of
gas smell from you local gas pro-
vider.

What to do when you smell gas

Do not use open flame or do not
smoke. Do not operate any elec-
trical buttons (e.g. lamp button,
door bell and etc.) Do not use
fixed or mobile phones. Risk of
explosion and toxication!

Open doors and windows.

Turn off all valves on gas appli-
ances and gas meter at the main
control valve, unless it's in a con-
fined space or cellar.

Check all tubes and connections
for tightness. If you still smell gas
leave the property.

Warn the neighbours.

Call the fire-brigade. Use a tele-
phone outside the house.

Do not re-enter the property until
you are told it is safe to do so.

Electrical safety

If the product has a failure, it
should not be operated unless it
is repaired by an Authorized Ser-
vice Agent. There is the risk of
electric shock!

Only connect the product to a
grounded outlet/line with the volt-
age and protection as specified in
the “Technical specifications”.
Have the grounding installation
made by a qualified electrician
while using the product with or
without a transformer. Our com-
pany shall not be liable for any
problems arising due to the prod-
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uct not being earthed in accor-
dance with the local regulations.

¢ Never wash the product by
spreading or pouring water onto it!
There is the risk of electric shock!

e Never touch the plug with wet
hands! Never unplug by pulling on
the cable, always pull out by hold-
ing the plug.

e The product must be discon-
nected during installation, main-
tenance, cleaning and repairing
procedures.

¢ |f the power connection cable for
the product is damaged, it must
be replaced by the manufacturer,
its service agent or similarly quali-
fied persons in order to avoid a
hazard.

¢ Do not trap the mains cable be-
tween the oven door and frame
and do not route it over hot sur-
faces. Otherwise, cable insulation
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may melt and cause fire as a re-
sult of short circuit.

Any work on electrical equipment
and systems should only be car-
ried out by authorized and quali-
fied persons.

In case of any damage, switch off
the product and disconnect it
from the mains. To do this, turn
off the fuse at home.

Make sure that fuse rating is
compatible with the product.

Product safety

The appliance and its accessible
parts become hot during use.
Care should be taken to avoid
touching heating elements. Chil-
dren less than 8 years of age
shall be kept away unless con-
tinuously supervised.

Never use the product when your
judgment or coordination is im-
paired by the use of alcohol
and/or drugs.

Be careful when using alcoholic
drinks in your dishes. Alcohol
evaporates at high temperatures
and may cause fire since it can
ignite when it comes into contact
with hot surfaces.

Food Poisoning Hazard: Do not let
food sit in oven for more than 1
hour before or after cooking. Do-
ing so can result in food poison-
ing or sickness.



Do not place any flammable ma-
terials close to the product as the
sides may become hot during use.
During use the appliance be-
comes hot. Care should be taken
to avoid touching heating ele-
ments inside the oven.

Keep all ventilation slots clear of
obstructions. o
Do not heat closed tins and glass

jars in the oven. The pressure o
that would build-up in the tin/jar

may cause it to burst.

Do not place baking trays, dishes
or aluminium foil directly onto the
bottom of the oven. The heat ac-
cumulation might damage the

bottom of the oven.

Do not use harsh abrasive clean-

ers or sharp metal scrapers to

clean the oven door glass since

they can scratch the surface,

which may result in shattering of

the glass.

Do not use steam cleaners to

clean the appliance as this may

cause an electric shock.

Placing the wire shelf and tray

onto the wire racks properly

It is important to place the wire o
shelf and/or tray onto the rack
properly. Slide the wire shelf or

tray between 2 rails and make

sure that it is balanced before o
placing food on it (Please see the
following figure).

door glass removed or cracked.
Always use heat resistant oven
gloves when putting in or remov-
ing dishes into/from the hot oven.
Place the baking paper into the
cooking pot or on to the oven ac-
cessory (tray, wire grill etc) to-
gether with the food and then in-
sert all into the preheated oven.
Remove the excess parts of the
baking paper overflowing from the
accessory or the pot in order to
prevent the risk of touching the
oven’s heating elements. Never
use the baking paper in an oper-
ating temperature higher than the
indicated value for the baking pa-
per. Do not place the baking pa-
per directly on the base of the
oven.

Ensure that the appliance is dis-
connected from mains before re-
placing the lamp to avoid the
possibility of electric shock.

Do not close the top cover before
the hotplates or burners cool
down.
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Wipe the top cover dry before
opening it in order to avoid water
leakage to the rear and inner sec-
tions of the oven.

Unattended cooking on a hob with
fat or oil can be dangerous and
may result in fire. NEVER try to
extinguish a fire with water, but
switch off the appliance and then
cover flame e.g. with a lid or a
fire blanket.

Soak one end of
the hose (15 mm inner diameter) into boiling wa-
ter for one minute to soften it.

Than, slip the softened end of the hose com-
pletely onto the sharp hose tip of your product.
Finally, tighten the clamp completely with a
screwdriver.

Repeat the same procedure for the other end of
the hose and complete the gas cylinder connec-
tion.

Never forget to make the gas leakage control.

Leakage control at the connection point

Make sure that all knobs on the product are
turned off. Make sure that the gas supply is open.
Prepare soapy foam and apply it onto the con-
nection point of the hose for gas leakage control.
Soapy part will froth if there is a gas leakage. In
this case, inspect the gas connection once again.
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» Yever use a match or lighter to make the gas
1 leakage control.

Flame must be blue and have a regular shape.
If the flame is yellowish, check if the burner

cap is seated securely or clean the burner.

Vibrations during use may cause cooking vessels
to move. This dangerous situation can be
avoided if the product is level and balanced.

For your own safety please ensure the product is
level by adjusting the four feet at the bottom by
turning left or right and align level with the work
top.

1. Check electrical functions.

2. Open gas supply.

3. Check gas installations for secure fitting and
tightness.

4. lgnite burners and check appearance of the flame.
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Future Transportation

e Keep the product's original carton and transport
the product in it. Follow the instructions on the
carton. If you do not have the original carton,
pack the product in bubble wrap or thick card-
board and tape it securely.

e To prevent the wire grill and tray inside the oven
from damaging the oven door, place a strip of
cardboard onto the inside of the oven door that
lines up with the position of the trays. Tape the
oven door to the side walls.

e Secure the caps and pan supports with adhesive
tape.

e Do not use the door or handle to lift or move the
product.

Do not place any objects onto the product and
move it in upright position.

Check the general appearance of your product
or any damages that might have occurred

during transportation.

Tips for saving energy

The following information will help you to use your

appliance in an ecological way, and to save energy:

e Use dark coloured or enamel coated cookware in
the oven since the heat transmission will be bet-
ter.

e While cooking your dishes, perform a preheating
operation if it is advised in the user manual or
cooking instructions.

e Do not open the door of the oven frequently
during cooking.

e Try to cook more than one dish in the oven at the
same time whenever possible. You can cook by
placing two cooking vessels onto the wire shelf.

e Cook more than one dish one after another. The
oven will already be hot.

e You can save energy by switching off your oven a
few minutes before the end of the cooking time.
Do not open the oven door.

e Defrost frozen dishes before cooking them.

e Use pots/pans with cover for cooking. If there is
no cover, energy consumption may increase 4
times.

e Select the burner which is suitable for the bottom
size of the pot to be used. Always select the cor-
rect pot size for your dishes. Larger pots require
more energy.

e Pay attention to use flat bottom pots when
cooking with electric hobs.

Pots with thick bottom will provide a better heat
conduction. You can obtain energy savings up to
1/3.

e Vessels and pots must be compatible with the
hotplates. Bottom of the vessels or pots must not
be smaller than the hotplate.

e Keep the hotplates and bottom of the pots clean.
Dirt will decrease the heat conduction between
the hotplate and bottom of the pot.

e For long cookings, turn off the hotplate 5 or 10
minutes before the end of cooking time. You can
obtain energy savings up to 20% by using the
residual heat.

Initial use
First cleaning of the appliance

he surface might get damaged by some
detergents or cleaning materials.
Do not use aggressive detergents, cleaning

powders/creams or any sharp objects during
cleaning.

Do not use harsh abrasive cleaners or sharp
metal scrapers to clean the oven door glass
since they can scratch the surface, which may|
result in shattering of the glass.

1. Remove all packaging materials.

2. Wipe the surfaces of the appliance with a damp
cloth or sponge and dry with a cloth.

Initial heating

Heat up the product for about 30 minutes and then

switch it off. Thus, any production residues or layers
will be burnt off and removed.

WARNING
Hot surfaces cause burns!
Product may be hot when it is in use. Never

touch the hot burners, inner sections of the
oven, heaters and etc. Keep children away.
Always use heat resistant oven gloves when
putting in or removing dishes into/from the hot
oven.

General information about cooking

Never fill the pan with oil more than
one third of it. Do not leave the hob
unattended when heating oil. Over-
heated oils bring risk of fire. Never
attempt to extinguish a possible fire
with water! When oil catches fire,
cover it with a fire blanket or damp
cloth. Turn off the hob if it is safe to do
s0 and call the fire department.

e Before frying foods, always dry them well and
gently place into the hot oil. Ensure complete
thawing of frozen foods before frying.

e Do not cover the vessel you use when heating oil.

e Place the pans and saucepans in a manner so
that their handles are not over the hob to prevent
heating of the handles. Do not place unbalanced
and easily tilting vessels on the hob.

e Do not place empty vessels and saucepans on
cooking zones that are switched on. They might
get damaged.

e Operating a cooking zone without a vessel or
saucepan on it will cause damage to the product.
Turn off the cooking zones after the cooking is
complete.

e As the surface of the product can be hot, do not
put plastic and aluminum vessels on it.

Such vessels should not be used to keep foods
either.

e Use flat bottomed saucepans or vessels only.

e Put appropriate amount of food in saucepans
and pans. Thus, you will not have to make any
unnecessary cleaning by preventing the dishes
from overflowing.

Do not put covers of saucepans or pans on cook-
ing zones.

Place the saucepans in a manner so that they
are centered on the cooking zone. When you
want to move the saucepan onto another cooking
zone, lift and place it onto the cooking zone you
want instead of sliding it.

Gas cooking

e Size of the vessel and the flame must match
each other. Adjust the gas flames so that they
will not extend the bottom of the vessel and cen-
ter the vessel on saucepan carrier.
